	Measuring for the Garage Door
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	Step 1: Measure the width of the opening at the widest point. This is the distance between the right and left sides of the finished opening. The inside of the garage door should be framed with 2” x 6” wood jambs.
	Opening width:

	Step 2: Measure the height of the opening at the highest point. This is the distance between the floor and the top of the finished opening. Look for general irregularities; concrete out of level.
	Opening height:

	Step 3: Measure the width of the areas beside the openings. 3-3/4” is required on each side for installation of the vertical track. NOTE: If this is a 2-door installation, center post needs to be a min. of 8” wide. NOTE: Commercial doors are usually mounted using reverse track and the doors are wider than the opening. Depending on the track size used, more room could be required on each side. 
	Sideroom:

	Step 4: Measure the area between the top of the door opening to the ceiling. Residential doors require 12” headroom for installation and an additional 3” for an opener. This is to accommodate torsion springs and hardware. Commercial doors require 15” and an additional 3” for an opener.  
	Headroom:

	Step 5: Measure the distance from the opening to the rear of the garage or nearest obstruction (min. door height plus 18”.) is required.
